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How Safety Ratings Work in Maryland

The Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration’s (FMCSA) Compliance, Safety & Accountability

(CSA) program evaluates trucking companies using BASICS (Behavior Analysis and Safety

Improvement Categories)

Here’s a look at what each of the BASICS cover:

Crashes: Trucking companies are required to report any accidents that result in injury

or death. The FMSCA uses these state-reported crashes to determine any patterns of
crash involvement and potential behaviors contributing to that pattern.

Unsafe driving: This CSA category covers behaviors like texting and speeding that can

lead to accidents

Driver fitness: The FMCSA requires trucking companies to keep up-to-date records on

their drivers. That includes identification and paperwork like CDLs, annual driving
reviews, and any relevant medical certifications or documentation. Violations of this

category will result in lower overall safety scores.

Hours-of-service compliance: The FMCSA cites truckers and trucking companies that

do not follow or enforce hours-of-service regulations that limit how much time a large

commercial vehicle operator can be on the road without rest.

Vehicle maintenance: Truckers are responsible for completing inspections before

hitting the road on a route. They must also log any issues and have repairs to those

identified problems completed before operating the truck.

Controlled substances: As with all vehicle operators, truckers must be sober behind

the wheel. This category accounts for violations issued to a trucking company’s
driver(s) for being under the influence of or in possession of alcohol and street drugs or

prescriptionor over-the-counter medicines that could impair judgement.

Hazardous materials violations: Trucking companies and their drivers must exhibit

proper loading and handling of hazardous materials, including labeling these items

correctly, ensuring packaging meets regulations, and follows all restrictions and rules
for the vehicle type.

Companies scoring a zero for any or all of the above categories did not receive any citations or other

violations within a given month. Essentially, any trucking company that has multiple zeroes in these

categories can likely be considered a safe freight shipper in compliance with all FMCSA standards

and regulatory requirement.
